The purpose of this correspondence is to identify the providers of services and supports who must
obtain a criminal background check in order to provide services for consumers in the Self-
Determination Program (Welfare and Institutions Code §4685.8(w)).

The following individuals are required to obtain a criminal background check:

e Providers who provide direct personal care services (assistance with dressing, grooming,
bathing or personal hygiene services) and,

¢ Any other provider of services for whom a criminal background check is requested by a
participant or the participant’s financial management service.

The participant’s financial management service provider will assist applicable service providers in
this process by directing them to appropriate locations where fingerprints can be taken. As a
reminder, the cost for fingerprinting is the responsibility of the service provider.
