	What input was collected to inform the proposed use of HCBS funds: Input was sought regarding local needs of the Deaf+ population from VMRC's Deaf Specialist who has been visiting day programs in the VMRC catchment area to speak with our Deaf+ population about their needs. Data from our unmet needs system was also utilized. Building off of the previous grant funding round of identified needs VMRC has recognized that additional training for newly hired DSP's and FHA family home providers will need training in the HCBS regulations and Person Centered Planning Practices. We hear daily from our vendors the degree to which the workforce shortage impacts our consumers and the businesses that our vendors run. The workforce collaboration funds earmarked for the building of a web based DSP site will benefit all vendors who are struggling to recruit staff.
	Is the proposed use of HCBS funds a continuation of previous funding If so please describe: In part. Previous funds from the $264,000 were allocated towards PCP training for the VMRC catchment area and towards our Workforce Collaboration with ACRC. We do seek to expand on that funding to provide training to our FHA's, for DSP specific training, and to continue work on the Workforce Collaboration efforts.
