6. Are these appropriate definitions for “race” and “ethnicity”?
a. “Ethnicity” is a term used to describe subgroups of a population that share characteristics such as language, values, behavioral patterns, history, and ancestral geographical base.
b. “Race” is a social construct that groups people into distinct groups based on characteristics such as physical appearance (particularly skin color), cultural affiliation, cultural history, ethnic classification, and the social and economic needs of a society at a given time.  Race is independent of ethnicity or geographical location and may not always align with personal appearance.
7. Ethnicities often are identified as countries.  Within a country, there may be more than one ethnic group.  Should ethnicity information be collected differently?
